Children develop an understanding and knowledge of the world, as well as their 

place and responsibilities within it.   

Children will be equipped with knowledge about diverse places, people, 

resources and natural and human environments.  As children progress through the 

school, their growing knowledge about the world will help them to deepen their 

understanding of the interaction between physical and human processes.  They 

will understand about the formation and use of landscapes and environments, 

understanding how these can change over time. 

The curriculum will provide children with the subject specific language they need to 

describe, question and discuss the world.
